From the Rabbiôs Study 
 
The older I get, I am becoming less tolerant with all 

the methodologies surrounding my personal life and 
the internet.  It seems that my address and phone  are 

instantly available to anyone in the world with a com-

puter, my employment and my wifeôs employment info 
is óout there,ô the make and model of our car, most of 

our medical records, tax records  - it seems the list is 
endless and is a bit disconcerting. 

 

Judaism has always been a religion that revolved 
around a community.  It is extremely difficult to live by 

ones self and still be an observant Jew, so action and 
interaction with the larger community, both Hewish 

and non-Jewish is a way of life.  We gather as a com-
munity to learn, to socialize, and to pray to Gd.  We 

congratulate our friends in times of happiness and 

commiserate with them in times of stress or trouble.  
We gather together for the common good of all.  But 

within those gatherings, we often are made privy to 
each others personal dealings with our insurance com-

panies or our attorneys.  On the whole we should be 

keeping our personal dealing private.  Our Social Secu-
rity numbers are supposed to be confidential but in 

more and more instances, these numbers are our iden-
tification in computer records around the world.  With 

a few clicks on an iPad or a computer terminal, we can 
find out almost anything about anyone and they can 

learn everything about us  - good or bad and I am 

growing very uncomfortable with that.  And heaven 
forbid we should forget a password or loose an elec-

tronic device; the processes to change or rebuild our 
private information record are mind boggling.  I can 

live very nicely without knowing a congregants insur-

ance record information. 
 

The Judaic laws of Lashon Hora, the spread of idle 
gossip, come directly into play here.  In a silly way, 

extremely few people have any need to know my waist 
size or my preference in ice cream flavors nor should I 

have ready access to their preferences.  The spread of 

personal information should be held closely by every-
one.  Today, all our private information is sitting in 

giant computer banks around the world just waiting for 
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a password or less to open it up and view it so the 

thief can try to sell us something or tell others about 
our personal ñstuff.ò 

 
My objections to such business are not going to 

change anything one bit, unless we, who value the 

privacy of our personal information, take action to pro-
tect ourselves from the Lashon Hora spreaders of the 

world.  We need to build our own firewalls around our 
personal information.  We need to develop passwords 

that will keep the fishers for such information away 
from our gates.  There are people out there who will 

delight in taking money from our accounts and gener-

ally reek havoc on our records leaving us with nothing 
so we must hunker down and protect our personal in-

formation as best we can. 
 

I am sad that the world somehow sees fit to publish 

every personal thing about a person and they do this 
because other vicariously want to see it.  This is noth-

ing more than electronic window peeping which, as we 
know, is illegal both within our society and within our 

religion.  My comments could take up several more 
columns but I think you get the gist of my thoughts.  

Protect your personal information by whatever means 

necessary and strive to avoid spreading information 
about someone else.  Lashon Hora degrades the per-

son spreading the information, the person listening to 
the rumors, and the person who is the subject of the 

gossip.  Thatôs a 3 strike out!  Promise yourself to 

avoid spreading gossip or listening to such talk.  Our 
community, our world will be a much better place for 

your efforts.
